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What's Tek Unit Converter?





Tek Unit Converter, a compact, easy-to-use unit conversion program, converts almost all units, covering approx. 280 units of 30 categories. It also enables conversions between binary, octal, hexadecimal and decimal numbers. Tek Unit Converter will answer the purpose of really practical use for engineers, students and those who have the necessity to convert various units easily and quickly. When you choose the reduced "button" window, it takes up only a small space on the Desktop.





You can add categories/units such as currency or era as needed. This feature allows you to add your favorite unit categories of which conversion format is [Unit 1] = [Constant A] * ([Unit 2] + [Constant B]).





The attached calculator enables fundamental and functional calculations using converted results, or vice versa.





Caution: Scandinavian and German characters like "å" and "ö" may not be correctly displayed in some Windows environment other than English-language version.

Design Notes





Tek Unit Converter derives from an Excel ® table which I used to convert various units into another for my business. Since my taste is rather using a portable PC than a desktop PC, I used to be bothered by a large window every time I opened the table. Another thing is that I wanted to keep the table always displayed while reading scientific documents. So I created Tek Unit Converter and have pursued to shape it smallest and to make it easiest to reach target conversion menu selections, while incorporating as many units as possible. 





Since its first release in 1996 I have received requests for improvements from several users. Most of them were added to the latest version:





- Increase in number of additional categories and units


- Conversions between binary, octal, hexadecimal and decimal numbers


- Conversions between bit, byte and their derivatives


- Conversion of a unit in science fiction category (Warp* speed) for fun

Such kind of efforts will be continued when they are of really effective improvements to this program.





Some users have requested me to let the program read an external text file which contains all the conversion data and allow it to be edited. However, I intentionally "buried" the data in the program so that users cannot access it. This was the only way to "guarantee" conversion results to the general public. I will instead accept feedback for adding units if it suits the aim of this program.    











Installing/Un-installing Tek Unit Converter





Installing Tek Unit Converter





Tek Unit Converter is distributed as a self-extracting or a normal Zip file, or a full installation support package, depending on where you obtain it.





For the self-extracting Zip file named Tucne???.exe, where ??? is a version number, start Explorer and double-click on its icon to unzip it. For the normal Zip file named Tucne???.zip, unzip it to an arbitrary folder. Then add a Shortcut to Tucnvrte.exe in the Windows' Start Menu or place the shortcut on the Desktop.





If you got the full installation support package named Tucnf???.zip, unzip it into a temporary folder. Run Setup.exe and follow its instructions. The files extracted into the temporary folder can be removed after the installation has been successfully finished.





The following additional files are required to run the program:





- MSVCRT40.DLL (Microsoft ® Visual C++ ® Runtime Library)


- MSVCRT20.DLL (Microsoft ® Visual C++ ® Runtime Library)* 


- OLEPRO32.DLL (Microsoft ® Visual C++ ® OLE Property Support DLL)


- VB40032 .DLL (Microsoft ® Visual Basic ® 4.0 Runtime Library)





* Ordinary Windows 95 system should contain this file.





Place these files in the System folder of Windows. Note that the above files must not be placed in the same folder where Tucnvrte.exe exists.





Un-installing Tek Unit Converter





If you manually installed Tek Unit Converter, delete the Shortcut to Tucnvrte.exe and the folder which contains Tucnvrte.exe together with all the files related to Tek Unit Converter. No modification is made to the Windows' Registry, thus Tek Unit Converter will be completely un-installed by this process. I recommend to keep the above DLL files in the Windows System folder for future use.





If you installed Tek Unit Converter with the full installation support package, launch Add/Remove Programs in the Control Panel and choose 


Tek Unit Converter. 











Converting Units





The first time you start Tek Unit converter, the Button Window opens. You click on the Button Window to display the Convert Menu, where you choose a category of units including metric prefixes (numerals). Then the Main Window opens in place of the Button Window, where you click on a unit you want to convert in the unit list box on the left, and another unit to be converted to on the right. In principle the top unit is of SI Unit and the units are sorted by generality.





Enter a numeric value in the input box on the upper-left above the unit list box, then a converted value will be immediately given in the output box on the upper-right. For example when you click on "meter" in the unit list box on the left, "yard" on the right and enter "12" in the input box on the upper-left, then you get "13.123360" in the output box on the upper-right, which means 12 m = 13.123360 yd.





It should be noted that a period (".") must be used as a decimal separator regardless of Windows' language.





If you want to continue another conversion, click on other units in the list boxes. The result is updated as new units are selected or a new value is entered.
