








Paranoid restricts access to files and folders under Windows.





This archive contains both the Windows 95 and Windows 98 versions of Paranoid. Both versions require the VB5 runtime files. If you ran the self-extractor it will normally test for the presence of these files; if you got an error message to the effect that "a required DLL file, MSVBVM50.DLL, was not found" see the link below. 





You can check for the presence of the VB5 runtime files by looking for the file MSVBVM50.DLL typically in your c:\windows\system\ directory; if the file is present no further steps are required before proceeding with the installation. If you have Windows 98 you (usually) will have these files already installed. If you have Windows 95 you need to check for their presence by looking for the above file in Explorer. The program will notify you with an error message if they are missing and shut down. If you are missing the required files they can be downloaded on the internet at

or search Yahoo or your preferred search engine for VB5 runtime and you'll generally turn up a number of sites.  Look for vb5sp3a.zip or a direct link to Microsoft since this guarantees that the most up-to-date files are available. This installation package includes all of the additional files that are required. These are also usually included in the standard Windows 98 distribution but are included here because all of the files are known to be up-to-date.  





This archive extracts two folders, Win95 and Win98. The version in Win98 is generally ready to run on a Windows 98 system. On a Windows 95 system there are additional support files required to use all of the features, and error messages may result if these files are missing. You may therefore want to use the version in Win95, which only requires the VB5 files mentioned above but nothing else. You can copy either or both of these folders to your root directory or the folder of your choice, or you can double-click the install.bat file in either directory to copy the files for the version you choose to your Windows directory. The advantage of having the files in Windows (or otherwise in your command path) is that you can always run the programs from the Start menu Run... box, by typing





paranoid  (for the Windows 98 version, or:)





p-lite        (for the Windows 95 version)





No shortcut is created so as not to advertise that a particular protection scheme is being used, although you can right-drag either paranoid.exe or p-lite.exe to the desktop and select Create Shortcut from the Windows context menu.
