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1. Introduction





	Mini CD Player is a CD-Audio (music CD's) player, just like the CD Player that comes with Windows 95. But its greatest advantage is its reduced window size, and that it's always visible, offering inmediate access to it at every moment.


	When it is executed, its window appears in the upper right corner of the screen. At this point, it can be begun to use. Its use is very simple, since it works exactly like a real audio player.


	If at any moment the window covers the vision of some element on the screen, Mini CD Player can be minimized, or you can deactivate the 'always visible' option. It can also be moved out, dragging its window with the mouse. Once minimized, you can access to its main functions right-clicking its icon in the system tray (next to the clock in the task bar).


	This product is FREEWARE, that stands for COMPLETELY FREE. You can (and should) also give copies to your friends. I only request you to make me know whether you liked it or not. See How to Contact the Author.








2. Requirements





Windows 95 or later


CD-ROM drive


Sound card *


Approx. 180 Kb of free hard disk space


Visual Basic 5 runtimes **





	* If you haven't got a sound card, you can listen connecting some earphones to your CD-ROM drive.

	Make sure that you have the file MSVBVM50.DLL and save it in the Windows 'System' folder, or in the folder where you installed Mini CD Player. This file is about 1270 Kb large.

3. Installation and Execution





	All you need to do to make this application work is copy the files to any folder in your hard disk. Then you will only have to execute the file MINICD2.EXE by double-clicking it. Of course, you can create a shortcut on the desktop or in the Start menu. If you don't know how to do that, consult the Windows 95 documentation.


	The files included in the 'package' are the following:





MINICD2.EXE	Executable file


MINICD.HLP	Windows help file


SYSTRAY.OCX	OLE control file


README.DOC	This file





	Note: If you want Mini CD Player to be the default CD-Audio player (to auto-execute it every time you insert a CD-Audio), you will have to follow these steps:





1) Double-click the icon 'My Computer'.





2) Open the menu 'View' and click 'Optios...'





3) In the dialog box that appears, click the tab 'File Types'.





4) In the list, select the element 'AudioCD'.





5) Click the button 'Edit...'.





6) Double-click the element that says 'Play'.





7) Write





		c:\minicd2\minicd2.exe /play





where 'c:\minicd2' is the path where you copied the files.





8) Close all the dialog boxes by clicking the buttons 'OK' or 'Close'.





	Now, every time that you insert a CD-Audio in your CD-ROM drive, Mini CD Player will auto-execute and start playing the CD.





	If this doesn't happen, try this:





1) Open the Control Panel. Double-click the icon 'System'.





2) The 'System properties' dialog box appears. Click the tab 'Device Manager'.





3) In the list that appears below, double-click 'CDROM'. Double-click the element that appears below 'CDROM' (that will have the same name that your CD-ROM drive).





4) In the dialog box that appears, click the tab 'Settings'.





5) Make sure that 'Auto insert notification' is enabled.





6) Close all the dialog boxes by clicking the 'OK' buttons. Close the Control Panel.
