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OVERVIEW





BZHider is a small, effective program / utility built for a VERY specific purpose.


                 TO CONSTANTLY HIDE YOUR MOUSE CURSOR.


Why would you want to hide your cursor ? Well, simple. If you are running a server of any type, where as the screen may be captured, distributed, or viewed, hiding the cursor is a serious concern. Example: Lets say I run a streaming video webpage ... My server does this by hooking up a webcam, and using a capture card to stream video to an mpeg encoder. Mouse cursors in the middle of the screen are a major concern.





This program can also be used as a "joke". Can you imagine how funny it would be to put this on a friends computer and laugh at them when they are wondering why their mouse cursor keeps disapeering ?





I use this program sometimes, as a very useful utility. The cursor self-hides but mouse is still functional, meaning I can run this program, watch my tv card - and when I stop moving the mouse, it hides for me. This is actually a useful application.





HOW DO I USE IT ? 





OK, so you ran the program and nothing happened right ? Wrong. You now have an extra icon in the SYSTRAY (Bottom right of your start bar) and your cursor is hidden now. To gain mouse control back, simply move it. To rehide, simply stop moving the mouse and let it re-hide. To close the program -- either right click the icon and select "EXIT" or double click the icon in the systray to maximize it. You have the options "Minimize", and "CLOSE" in the program window. Choose CLOSE and then select "Yes, Close" ... Your mouse is now normal again.





INSTALLATION:





When you run setup, a registry entry will be added, effectively installing the program to self start every time your Windows (TM) starts. To remove it from the registry, an UNINSTALL is not enough. You must remove the section from the the RUN in your registry. Future versions of this program may enclude uninstallers. IF YOU DO NOT WISH FOR THE PROGRAM TO BE INSTALLED, simply use the exe file and place it in your startup. It is self-contained and will function perfectly.








KNOWN ISSUES:





There are no known issues, but a full beta test on Windows 9x (ME, 95, 98) was not completed. Windows 2000 compatibility is tested.








Program information:





BZHider minimizes to your systray. At any time, a simple double click of this icon brings up the main window of the applet. This window includes a FILE>EXIT menu and a HELP>ABOUT menu. The Exit will close the program, and the ABOUT will display and about dialog, giveing program information. At any time, if any portion of any part of BZHIDER is open or in view, a 3 second mouse silence will automatically re-minimize the program and re-hide the cursor. You may also right click the systray icon, bringing up a seperate menu. This includes EXIT, ABOUT, and MAXIMIZE. Program has no options, and there is no need to have the applet visible. A simple click of the program icon to start is all you will ever need, however program can be placed in the "startup" folder to self start, or installed using installation program to be included into the registry. TO REMOVE FROM REGISTRY, DO THE FOLLOWING:





Click START, RUN, type REGEDIT.


Select: HKeyLocalMachine, Software, Microsoft, Windows, Current Version, Run >>>> Now delete the BZHider section (On the right) by right clicking it and selecting delete. There is no other form of uninstallation available in this release.
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
