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1. Introduction

Famel Clock is a FREE software which provides a customizable digital clock which you can place it anywhere on your desktop. The most magic, it can replace the default clock in the system tray.

The object of this application is a software which provides a wonderful clock with fastest speed, smallest code size and lowest system resource usage.

2. Installation / Uninstallation

· Installation:

Famel Clock doesn’t need installation. All you need to do is unzip the downloaded file to a folder and run the executable file. 

· Uninstallation:

Right click on the Famel Click, uncheck the “Save Settings”(if it is not checked, check it first) and select “Yes” in the message dialog displayed. Then you can delete all files of this application.

3. Menu Description

· Display as 24 Hours
If this menu is checked, Famel Clock will display 24 hours; or only 12 hours will be displayed.

· Flash Second

Set whether should the second mark be flashed.

· Has Border

Set whether a 3D border should be displayed around the clock.

· Position

Change the position of the Famel Clock. There are three choices:

· Systray

Famel Clock will replace the default clock in the system tray panel.

· Desktop
Famel Clock will be placed on the desktop. It will not overlap any other window and can be dragged to anywhere.

Note: If you activated the Active Desktop, this clock will be overlapped by the Active Desktop. To avoid this, either disable Active Desktop or use Float option(see below).

· Float
Famel Clock will be a topmost window and overlap all other windows. It can also be dragged to anywhere on the screen.

· Digital Styles [ Built In ]
Famel Clock provides eight built in styles which can be used to personalize the clock. You can select anyone from them. If a style is currently in use, an arrow will be displayed in front of it.

· Digital Styles [ Custom ]
Besides built in styles, you also can create your own styles. Famel Clock uses a bitmap to display numbers and other marks. The recommended bitmap size is 126 x 13. This bitmap will be divided into 14 columns which present 0, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, Second Mark, AM Mark, PM Mark, Blank. That means the width of the bitmap should be the multiple of 14. This bitmap can be any color format acceptable by Windows. You also can create your style bitmap from Winamp skins.

Here is an example of a custom style bitmap:

In fact, it is the first built in style. After you created your own style bitmap, click on menu “Select Image …” and select that bitmap. Once you selected one custom bitmap, you can select it directly from this menu if you selected other built in styles. To select another bitmap, click on “Select Image …”.

· Run at Windows Startup

If this menu is checked, Famel Clock will automatically run at Windows startup. To disable this feature, uncheck it.

· Save Settings
If  this menu is checked, Famel Clock will save settings when you do any changes. If you uncheck it, it will ask you whether you want to remove the existing settings from registry. If you want to remove this program, select “Yes”

· Adjust Data/Time
This menu allows you to adjust the system data and time using system dialog.

· About Famel Clock
Display the startup dialog.

· Exit

Exit application.
