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1 Script File





	Each installation is driven by the scripting file, SETUP.DAT.  This is a simple ASCII file and can be edited with notepad or edit. Lines in the file can be either comment lines or command lines. Comment lines start with a semi-colon and can contain any text you wish. For example,





; These are the files from disk 1





	Command lines start with a specific 4 or 5 character command in upper-case.  After each command will follow 1 or more parameters.  Each parameter is separated by an asterisk (*).  Commands must appear in the script file in a specific order. The following sections will detail each command in full.





1.1  TITLE


	This is the title of the application that will appear in the background during setup. For example,





TITLE*Cobol Version Control





1.2  DFDIR


	This is the default directory that appears in the dialog box which prompts the user for an installation directory. For example,





DFDIR*C:\CVCPROG





1.3  DSPACE


	This is a text field which details how much disk space the installation will require. It can take any format you wish. For example,





DSPACE*2,500,000 Bytes


	or


DSPACE* 2.5 Mb





1.4  LINEx


	There are six lines such as this, where x ranges from 1 to 6. These list any important installation features. They do not need any spacing, as they will be automatically centered when displayed. All six lines must be present, even if they are not used. For example,





LINE1*Welcome to My Program Setup


LINE2*(c)1998 My Company


LINE3*


LINE4*Remember to read the installation


LINE5*notes


LINE6*on the supplied disk





1.5  FILES


	This is the total amount of files that will be copied. It is used as a check against the files actually copied. For example,





FILES*5





1.6  COPY


	There can be any amount from 1 to 65536 COPY lines. Each line must contain 3 parameters delimited by an asterisk.





Parm1 :  This is the source filename on the disk or CD


Parm2 :  This is the destination filename. Each line may also contain the substitution strings of [w] or [d]. These are replacing when copying with the Windows directory and the user-entered destination directory respectively.


Parm3 : This is the free-format name of the source disk or CD. It is used to determine when disk changes are required.





For example,





COPY*install.txt*[d]\install.txt*Disk 1


COPY*program.ex_*[d]\program.exe*Disk 1


COPY*program.ini*[w]\program.ini*Disk 1





Note that the source and destination file names do not have to be the same.  This is especially useful when the files are compressed. Microsoft's COMPRESS.EXE renames the file extension after compression. See later for more details.





1.7  ADDG


	This is an optional line. If you wish Quick Install Lite to create a Program Manager group or Windows 95 link, then you need to include this line. Parameter 1 contains the name of the program group. For example,





ADDG*My Company Ltd





1.8  ADDI


	This again is an optional field. If you include the ADDG line, then you will need one or more of these lines.  These lines indicate which items to add to the above group. Each line contains 2 parameters,





Parm1  :  This is the name that will appear on the program link.


Parm2  :  This is the physical file name for the link.





For example,





ADDI*My Program*[d]\myprog.exe


ADDI*My Program Help*[d]\myprog.hlp








2  Release Files





	After creating your script, you need to create your installation disks.





2.1  Quick Install Run-Time


	Quick Install needs certain files to be present with every installation. These are,





SETUP.EXE	Quick Install Lite


SETUP.DAT	Your applications script file


CTL3D.DLL	3d control DLL





2.2  File Compression


	As well as the run-time files, you will need to copy your own application files onto the setup disks. Quick Install Lite is able to handle both uncompressed and compressed files. If using compressed files, then they need to be compressed with Microsofts COMPRESS.EXE, included with Quick Install Lite. The easiest way to compress all the files is to create a temporary directory and copy all the files you require into it. Then, from the command prompt, type,





COMPRESS -r *.*





	This will compress all your files and rename them. Each compressed file extension will end with an underscore.





3.0  Upgrading to Quick Install v2.0





	If you require further functionality, then you need to upgrade to Quick Install v2.0. This includes the following features:





*	Script file encoder for security


*	Install to multiple sub-directories


*	Registry editor


*	Comprehensive error reporting and diagnostics


*	Selective components install


*	Full documentation and help


*	Ability to launch applications, such as notepad


*	Display corporate/application bitmaps
